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The Marjy Grosvenor Award
Aim
The aim of the award is to encourage members to participate in LFC activities and help the club grow. It can be awarded to someone who has put in significant time and energy, or to someone for one particular act or idea that enhances the club's reputation or contributes to the advancement of the club or aviation as a whole.
Nominations and Eligibility
Nominations will be called for from the membership base. Any ordinary member or committee member is eligible, but self-nomination is not allowed. The Chairman/President/Co-ordinator is not eligible to win. Only financial members are eligible for the award. Nominees need not be pilots.

Criteria
The nominee:

· is not the club Chairman/President/Co-ordinator

· did not self-nominate

· is a financial member of the Lilydale Flying Club
· has participated and contributed to several club activities in the previous 12 months
· has given service to LFC above that which the committee would normally expect someone of their position within the club

· has done nothing to bring Lilydale Flying Club, Lilydale Flying School or Yarra Valley Aviation into disrepute

Alternatively, the award may be made to a person who has performed one significant act that has enhanced the club's reputation or contributed to the advancement of the club or aviation as a whole.
Judging Panel
The judging panel shall be made up of three committee members and three ordinary members. No-one who has been nominated shall stand as a judge.
The Award
The award shall consist of one small shield that the winner will be able to keep,one perpetual shield engraved for display somewhere at Lilydale Airport and a printed citation.
Periodicity
The Marjy Grosvenor Award will nominally be presented annually, except in circumstances where the committee believes there is no nomination that meets the criteria or is worthy of the award.
